· Students/families will also have the opportunity to raise funds for all of their personal expenses

· Including: Trip, visa, health/trip  insurance, walking around money etc.(If choose to)

· Very reasonable, during the last exchange the flight alone was almost $1,600.00 per student

· Or, you can choose to pay $1,800.00 and parents (not students) are excused from fundraising
· Air miles earned from the trip will be each students to keep (Approximately 13,000 air miles)
